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Rich Miller, a full-time assistant with the Mansfield University men’s 
basketball team for the past six years, was elevated to the Mountaineers head 
coaching position on June 17.

During Miller’s tenure as an assistant, MU made four appearances in 
the Pennsylvania State Athletic Conference (PSAC) Tournament including 
winning the Eastern Division championship this past season.

“I am extremely pleased to announce the appointment of Rich Miller as 
the 16th head coach of men’s basketball at Mansfield University – a storied 
tradition of over a century,” said John Halstead, former Mansfield University 
president. “I often talk about the Mansfield Family and Rich most definitely 
epitomizes the positive characteristics of a head coach and the core values 
of our campus. His connectedness with Mansfield runs deep, yet he brings a 
myriad of new ideas and fresh approaches to our men’s basketball program, 
from alumni relations to fund-raising. But first and foremost, he has a 
definitive game plan for recruiting, developing, and assuring the graduation 
of our student athletes collaborating with our athletic mentors and the 
faculty to help students succeed. It speaks volumes that he outpaced the 
competition of close to 100 candidates in a national search for this prized 
position.”

“I am thrilled to have the opportunity to continue to build on the 
success we have had and continue to add to the proud heritage of Mansfield 
University basketball,” Miller said. “I’m grateful to the university for the 
chance to continue to work with the great young men we have here at MU.” 
A native of Harrisburg, PA, Miller graduated from Bucknell University in 
1996 where he was a four-year starter for the Bison’s football team as a kicker 
and a punter. He also played two seasons of junior varsity basketball. 

Miller served as a volunteer assistant at MU during the 1998-99 season 
after playing one season as a graduate student in 1997-98. A tireless worker 
and three-point specialist, Miller earned PSAC East Rookie of the Week 

honors during that season.

Miller began his coaching career 
as a volunteer assistant at Lower 
Dauphin High School, his alma 
mater, in 1996-97. A 1993 graduate 
of the school, Miller received all-
conference honors in basketball, 
baseball, and football during his 
junior and senior seasons and is the 
second leading scorer in the school’s 
basketball history. 

At MU, Miller succeeds Vince 
Alexander who he assisted the past 
six seasons. Alexander accepted 
the head coaching position at the 
University of South Carolina-Aiken in May. 

“Vince and I worked hard to establish a strong reputation both on 
and off the court,” Miller said. “It’s my goal to continue to work toward 
producing great basketball teams and players, but more importantly great 
young men.”

Miller has strong roots in the Mansfield area. His grandfather Warren 
L. Miller was an outstanding athlete at Mansfield University and the 
elementary school in town is named in his honor. His father, Rich, coached 
the Mansfield High School basketball team from 1967-72 and directed the 
Tigers to a state championship in 1970. 

Miller and his wife Julie (McIntyre ’97) live in Mansfield with their 
daughter Elizabeth.

The NY Mutuals will travel in from Long Island to play the Mansfield 
Mounties baseball team using 1890s rules and equipment. 

The 1890s Museum will be open all day.  Included in the displays will 
be a horse-drawn school bus used in Mainesburg at the turn of the century. 

There will be living history displays near the entrance of the park 
that will include The Bucktails Civil War unit, a Roman gladiator and 
archeologist, and a display commemorating the 200th anniversary of the 
Lewis & Clark expedition, among others.

The highlight of the Weekend remains the re-enactment of the world’s 
first night football game. The game is played by Mansfield University track 
members. The uniforms and football used in the game are from the 1992 
General Electric commercial commemorating night football.  

The re-enactment is followed by fireworks with musical 
accompaniment.
