














"Doc"” Heaps to be
Honored During
Homecoming

Mansfield University
and the Mountaineer
baseball program will
honor the memory
of the late John
Heaps during the
2007 Homecoming

celebration.

Heaps was the
legendary coach of the
Mountaineer baseball
program from 1966-83
and is credited with establishing
Mansfield as a national collegiate power. He posted
winning records in 16 of 18 seasons while his 1979
squad finished third in the nation at the NCAA
Division Il World Series. Twenty-four of “Doc” Heaps
players would be drafted by major league teams.

His passing on May 11 saddens not only his former
players, but the thousands of others Heaps taught
during his long career as a professor of elementary

education at Mansfield.

Players and former students wishing to help honor
his memory are asked to gather at the Alumni Tent
located on the lawn next to Memorial Hall after the

parade on Saturday morning.

Transportation will be provided to "Doc” Heaps
grave site at Oakwood Cemetery for a wreath laying

and memorial service.

The ceremony will be followed by an alumni
baseball game featuring players from Heaps era starting
at 12:30 p.m. at Shaute Field with the official retiring of
“Doc” Heaps #1 baseball uniform.

Following the alumni game a tailgate party will be
held at Corey Creek Golf Club where a special and
permanent tribute to the memory of "Doc” Heaps will
be announced.
